Informative Speeches (10%)
Option A:  A Speech of 5 to 6 Minutes Informing the Audience About Some Object, Process, Concept, or Event.

If desired, you can narrow this assignment by concentrating specifically on a particular aspect of information giving, such as definition, demonstration, or explanation.  I encourage you to select topics that are useful and interesting.  For this assignment, you are required to turn in a complete outline, but the speech itself should be delivered extemporaneously from a brief speaking outline.

Evaluation is focused on eye contact, distracting mannerisms, thesis statement, introduction and conclusion.

Option B:  A Speech of 5 to 6 Minutes Demonstrating the Steps of a Process or How to Perform the Steps of a Process.

Students must make sure that they present the steps of their process clearly and systematically, leaving out none of the essential steps along the way.  In all but a few cases, these speeches will fall naturally into chronological order.  Be sure to follow the guidelines for visual aids discussed in class.

Option C:  A Speech of 5 to 6 Minutes in Which Students Explain a Significant Aspect of a Culture Different From Their Own 

Possible topics include social customs, family traditions, holidays, clothing, food, religious traditions, sporting activities, and the like.  Student should turn in a preparation outline, but the speech should be delivered extemporaneously from a brief speaking notes.
Research is required for this speech.  If students have had direct contact with a different culture, I encourage you to supplement your library research with your personal experience, but the speech is not to be a travelogue or a presentation on “My Summer in Europe.” Or “My Year as an Exchange Student in Brazil.”  On the other hand, a speech on how European spend their summer vacation or on the educational system of Brazil would be fine.
